Background information: Travelling Compensation Options

Environmental sustainability is a vital pre-condition for the competitiveness of the regions involved in the new programme. In this context the programme tries to organise its events in a climate friendly way. 

Climate neutrality is the concept of reducing or offsetting any climate affecting greenhouse gases produced by any entity (individual, business, country) so as to create a 'neutral' effect on global warming.

The events’ carbon emissions are being addressed by the event organisers. This leaves the emissions caused by travelling. Participants have the possibility to voluntarily contribute to the climate neutral approach by actively choosing more environmentally friendly transport modes and to compensate for the emissions unavoidable by using a compensation scheme. 

Several suppliers provide compensation schemes to offset the emissions by investing in climate friendly projects. In order to guarantee environmental sound standards the so called gold standard was developed.
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
